A concentration will be placed upon the development of personal style.   Students will supply some materials.

A strong emphasis will be stressed on making art as an ongoing process that will involve students to be focused on critical decision-making.  Students will explore technical skills and become independent thinkers and contributing to their culture voice.  Students will supply some materials.





AP ART HISTORY - 782

AP Art History is designed to lead students through history using a study of art form from each period as visual references.  Students begin studying art of the ancient world and progress through the ancient Near East, Egypt, Agean, Greek, Etruscan, Roman, and Early Christian Art up to the Art of the Middle Ages.  Second semester is concerned with the study of art beyond Europe and the examination of native arts of Asia, the Americas, and of Oceania, followed by a return to Europe and the Renaissance, Baroque, Rococo, Modern, and Post-modern Art.  During this course students will visit both online, “virtual” and local museums and art galleries and will be taking part in ongoing research projects, both individual and groups.

Students will apply these to their work through the use of composition, design, and darkroom techniques. Students must have a 35mm camera with adjustable aperture, shutter, and focus. Students will supply some materials.

IB Visual Arts A SL – 511- Year 1/512- Year 2





Prerequisite: Art Foundations


Graded: Weighted


Time Frame: 2 Years 


Grades: 11 & 12


Credit: 1.00 – jr. year / 1.00 sr. year





Visual Art (SLA) is designed for students who desire a studio-based emphasis through the development of individual and collaborative exploration.  It is comprised of 60% direct studio experiences, including an exploration of a wide variety of media.  This will result in a comprehensive portfolio of work. Remaining time will be devoted to individual research and completion of Investigation Workbooks.  These workbooks are used to record personal progress through research and concept development.  This course will culminate in an individual exhibition of studio work, which will be externally assessed by a visiting examiner. The teacher will internally assess the selected pages of the Investigation Workbooks submitted in the CRB. This course is available for students participating in the Diploma Programme.





IB Visual Arts A HL – 531- Year 1/532- Year 2





Prerequisite: Art Foundations


Graded: Weighted


Time Frame: 2 Years 


Grades: 11 & 12


Credit: 1.00 – jr. year / 1.00 sr. year





Students in Visual Arts Higher Level will be required to develop a larger body of work and work of greater depth. See the IB Visual Arts SLA course description for additional information. This course is available for students participating in the Diploma Programme.





 IB Visual Arts B SL – 533- Year 1/534- Year 2





Prerequisite: Art Foundations


Graded: Weighted


Time Frame: Year 


Grades: 11 & 12


Credit: 1.00 – jr. year / 1.00 sr. year





Visual Art (SLB) is designed for the student whose strengths lie in theoretical, investigative studies. The course of study will be split 60/40, with an emphasis on researching “behind the artworks”, looking for the cultural, historical and international place, importance and influence. Therefore the Investigation workbook will take precedence over studio practices, which will be directly connected to the research that individual students are pursuing. Students will begin to explore by focusing on five areas: -subject matter, function, artistic decision making, contextual analysis and cultural impact, and will be encouraged to look beyond western art to discover art of other cultures. Students may prepare an exhibition of his/her work, however this is not required. This course is available for students participating in the Diploma Programme.
