Advanced Placement courses are offered in Art History, English Language, English Literature, American Studies (Honors English II and AP American History blocked) Environmental Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics B, Physics C, Computer Science A, Statistics, Calculus AB and Calculus BC, United States History, World History, European History and U.S. Government and Politics.
